The Augsburg Confession: XVII - Christ’'s Return for
Judgment

It is also taught that our Lord Jesus Christ will come on the Last Day
to judge and will raise up all the dead; He will give eternal life and
eternal joy to the believers and elect, but He will condemn the wicked
men and the devils to hell and eternal punishment.

Therefore the Anabaptists are rejected, who teach that the devils and
the damned will not endure eternal pain and suffering.

Likewise rejected here are certain Jewish teachings which are now also
being circulated, that before the resurrection of the dead, only the
saints — the godly —will have a worldly kingdom, and all the wicked
will be eradicated.

Apology, Article XVII: Of Christ’s Return to Judgment.

The Seventeenth Article the adversaries receive without exception, in
which we confess that at the consummation of the world Christ shall
appear, and shall raise up all the dead, and shall give to the godly
eternal life and, eternal joys, but shall condemn the ungodly to be
punished with the devil without end.
