So that we may obtain this faith, the ministry of teaching the Gospel 

and administering the Sacraments was instituted. Through the Word and 
Sacraments, as through instruments, the Holy Spirit is given. He works 
faith, when and where it pleases God, in those who hear the good news 
that God justifies those who believe that they are received into grace for 
Christ’s sake.

Furthermore, the declaration in John 6:44 is right and true, “No one 

can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me draws him.” However, the 
Father will not do this without means, but has ordained His Word and 
Sacraments for this purpose as ordinary means and instruments. It is not 
the will of the Father or of the Son that a person should not hear or should 
despise the preaching of His Word and wait for the drawing of the Father 
without the Word and Sacraments. For the Father draws indeed by the 
power of His Holy Spirit. However, He works according to His usual way. 
He works by the hearing of His holy, divine Word, as with a net, by which 
the elect are plucked from the devil’s jaws. Every poor sinner should 
therefore attend to the Word, hear it attentively, and not doubt the 
Father’s drawing. For the Holy Spirit will be with His Word in His power, 
and will work by it. That is the Father’s drawing.
